LESS IS MORE FOR MONASH RESIDENTS

Monash City Council and LESS (Low Energy Supplies & Services) will launch a brand new environmental initiative offering free energy-saving light bulbs to all Monash residents.

Mayor Paul Klisaris said that this initiative will be a convenient way to save money and will also help raise awareness of the simple steps that we can each take to reduce our impact on the environment.

“This is a terrific and innovative new program for Monash residents.  The LESS program has already been a big success in Glen Eira, Kingston, Stonnington and Yarra municipalities where over 28,000 globes were installed.  That’s equivalent to taking more than 6,600 cars off the road and will see energy bill reductions of $51 million over the life of the bulbs,” said Cr Klisaris.

The LESS program could save individual Monash householders an average of around $100 per year for 15 years, the average life of the energy saving bulbs that will be installed.

The energy-saving light bulbs last 15 times longer than standard incandescent bulbs.  On average, standard bulbs are used for 1,000 hours per year, so instead of having to change globes over once a year residents may not have to change another bulb for 15 years!

“Council is committed to reducing greenhouse gas emissions and saving our natural resources, so we’re very excited to have the opportunity to implement this efficient, economical and educational program,” said Mayor Klisaris.

Installers will visit homes that are booked in and change the light bulbs over, which will be particularly beneficial to senior citizens and residents with restricted mobility.
